Ivika's 
husband left her alone with five children. She 

is unable to work and really struggles trying 
to survive each day and to raise her kids. We 
believe she was feeling isolated and lonely 
with few or no friends. We began to visit 
with her and show the love of Jesus. 

Recently, we took her out to get her hair and 
make-up done. We bought her some new 
clothes, and took her to dinner. We wanted 
to help build Ivika's self-confidence and to let 
her know that she is special to God. We 

invited Ivika to church, and she started 
coming with her youngest child who is now 
involved in the children's ministry. When we 
shared the message of salvation with her, 
she joyfully accepted Christ!  She is now 

involved in Bible studies and recently got 
baptized. Once again we praise God for 

what He has done! 
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
